Round Robin Process
We will use a round robin discussion process.

The individual presenting will talk, then the floor is open only to the next person for comments.  Once that person is finished, the next person has an opportunity to comment, and so on.

Example:

The Round Robin consists of Examiner A (1st), Examiner B (2nd), Examiner C (3rd), Examiner D (4th), Examiner E (5th), Examiner FDan (6th)
1. Using the Consensus Script, Examiner A presents Item 3.1 Strengths. 
2. Then, Examiner B gives comments, then Examiner C gives comments, then Examiner D gives comments, then Examiner E gives comments, and then Examiner F gives comments.

3. As appropriate, we then go back to the beginning and go round again to give everyone the opportunity to make other comments.

4. Examiner A then presents Item 3.1 OFIs and repeat steps 2 and 3.  

5. Examiner A then presents score for Item 3.1 adjusting the score if substantial changes have been made during the round robin and repeat steps 2 and 3.
